Implementation of 3rd Phase of Vaccine Pass in all VTC’s Premises:
At Least Three Vaccine Dose of COVID-19 from 31 May 2022

To provide better protection against COVID-19, the VTC has decided to follow
the Government’s arrangement on Vaccine Pass as updated in the table below.

For example, if a RP was tested positive through Rapid Antigen Test (RAT) on 1 May,
his/her recovery date will be 15 May. He/she must then take the vaccine by 14 November.

Valid Exemption Certification requirement is only applicable for the contracts awarded / to be awarded upon
acceptance of offers submitted by the contractors to VTC with tender / quotation closing date on or before 28
January 2022 as stipulated by point (d) of the clause ‘Admission of Contractor Personnel to VTC Premises’
in General Conditions of contract.
